John Gier Never Used His Gun or Blackjack to Make an Arrest

John Gier was a very large man,

standing well above most others he

would meet. And a result of that, he

served throughout his career with

the distinction of never having

drawn his gun or utilized his sap to

effect an arrest. ol always depend
on my fistsd he said during his re-
tirement event in 1933 as he cele-

brated serving 26 years. He retired

only due to health issues or he

would surely have continued as a

cop for years to come.

Gier joined the Middletown, New
York Police Department in 1906.
Just sixteen years later, he experi-

combat, injury, more combat and retirement from the Middletown PD.

even managed to save a life along
the way. With nothing but his bare
hands, John jumped into a gun and
knife fight, twisted a revolver out of
the hands of one suspect and took
a dirk from another. He marched
both suspects off to jail. The one
thing not mentioned at his retire-
ment was that he had been stabbed
in the left hand during the struggle.
He ended up with an infection that
took him off the job for sixteen
weeks.

Gier was promoted to sergeant after
nine years, then lieutenant prior to
his retirement.
